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MONASH PROFESSOR AWARDED GRANT

A Monash University Professor has been awarded a Federal Government grant to undertake vital medical research, Federal Member for Chisholm Anna Burke MP said today. 
Professor Malcolm Sim, from Monash University, will receive $693,550 over five years to investigate the risk of brain cancer from mobile phone use during childhood and adolescence. 

“This grant acknowledges the fact that Professor Sim is undertaking important research that has international implications,” Ms Burke said. 

“The Government is proud to support Professor Sim’s research and we wish him all the best as he goes about his work over the next five years,” she said. 
The Grant has been awarded to Professor Sim under the National Health and Medical Research Council – European Union Collaborative Health Research Grant Scheme, which supports Australian participation in international research projects.  
It enables Australian researchers to strengthen their individual efforts and collaborate with European and other international pioneering health and medical researchers. 

Ms Burke said that the Grant is awarded as a strategic investment to ensure that Australian health research remains at the forefront of international advances, particularly in the prevention and treatment of cancer. 
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
