REDEVELOPMENT OF SURREY PARK MODEL BOAT CLUB 
Federal Member for Chisholm, Anna Burke MP and Mayor of the City of Whitehorse, Councillor Ben Stennett today officially opened the redevelopment of the Surrey Park Model Boat Club.
Receiving $128,000 from the Federal Government’s Regional and Local Community Infrastructure Program, the Surrey Park Model Boat Club has been upgraded and extended to provide additional model preparation and display space, internal toilet facilities and disability access to the building. 
Ms Burke said that the installation of a rainwater collection tank, improved lighting and a sheltered veranda were also features of the redevelopment.  
 “The redevelopment of Surrey Park Model Boat Club enables the Club to better meet the needs of its growing membership,” Ms Burke said.
“In particular, the upgrade enables the club rooms to provide more extensive community space, encouraging social interaction between people who wish to share their interests through craft.
“This public space can now be enjoyed by the community for generations to come.  
Ms Burke said that Federal Government’s Regional and Local Community Infrastructure Program had enabled significant local infrastructure like the redevelopment of the Surrey Park Model Boat Club to be built right across Australia, supporting thousands of local jobs across the way.
“Eight jobs were created for locals during the construction phase of this project”, Ms Burke said.  
Ms Burke also thanked Freeform Architects, DNA Co Construction and Whitehorse City Council for their contributions to the project.
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
