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Cutting Red Tape For Small Businesses in Box Hill

A free government service that makes it easier for small businesses to pay employees’ superannuation has been adopted in Box Hill.

Melbourne Hand Therapy is among businesses in Melbourne’s east which have registered for the Small Business Superannuation Clearing House.

Practice Manager, Stephen Renshaw, said the clearing house is saving his business time spent on administration.   

“We previously paid superannuation into individual funds via BPAY and cheque,” Mr Renshaw said. 

“The clearing house has made a positive difference to paying superannuation: I only need to make one transaction from a BPAY account.”

Federal Member for Chisholm, Anna Burke MP, encouraged small businesses in Box Hill to take advantage of this free service.

“I urge all small businesses who have not already signed up to consider using the service,” Ms Burke said.

“The clearing house does most of the administrative work associated with superannuation on behalf of small businesses, saving them time and money.”

He said the clearing house is available to small businesses with fewer than 20 employees and uses a secure website to simplify the process of paying super contributions.

Eligible small businesses only need to register, receive a password and enter their employees’ details once to begin making payments. 

The clearing house stores employees’ details and keeps a record of their contributions to make it easier for employers to know how much has been paid.

Small businesses that register now could be using the system in time to make the next quarterly superannuation guarantee payment cut-off date of April 28, 2011.
