RESTRUCTURE OF BOSCH
Federal Member for Chisholm, Anna Burke MP, has expressed her disappointment at the decision of Robert Bosch Australia Pty Ltd in Clayton to relocate some of its manufacturing operations overseas.
Bosch has announced that the local production of Anti-Lock Braking Systems (ABS) and Electronic Stability Programs (ESP) will be phased out at its Clayton site by 2012, and that the manufacture of steering angle sensors and electrical control units at the Clayton site will be progressively phased out by 2013. 
The decision will affect some 380 jobs at the Clayton site in Victoria over the next two-and-a-half years. Bosch currently employs 1,100 people at Clayton out of a total of over 1,800 across Australia.
“Bosch is a significant manufacturer and employer within our local community. I am very disappointed at its decision and its failure to speak to the Federal Government before making its announcement.
“Bosch’s decision means substantial local job losses and is a massive blow to both families and local manufacturing.  
Ms Burke said the Federal Government will stand with the affected workers and the company to minimise the social and economic disruption to families.
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
